| remember a discussion | had with another pastor about these
verses when | was just a young pastor. | was to challenged to explain
how | could teach these verses literally when it is so obvious that not
even all Christians are healed, yet it says that the Lord heals “all” your
diseases.

As | was forming my answer, another older and wiser pastor was
apparently ease dropping and said “this describes the nature of God,
His desire and heart for us” Though this took place possibly more
than 40 years ago, | have never forgotten his answer. More than that,
it gave me a whole new insight into understanding God'’s Word, the
Bible.

| realized the implication of that pastor’s response was that God
does what He does because of who He is. That means that God
desire is to heap benefits upon us. For example, He desires to forgive
our sins and heal all our diseases as well as redeem our lives from an
eternity in hell. His heart is to forgive, heal, and redeem. That is what
motivates Him. That is what gives Him great joy.

Understanding God’s nature is absolutely critical to a life of faith
that pleases God. Just listen To Hebrews 6:11. It says, “And without
faith it is impossible to please God, because anyone who comes
to him must believe that he exists and that he rewards those who
earnestly seek him!” Do you see it? Faith is built on a right concept of
the nature of God.

First, we must believe that God is real, that He exists and that He
is involved in our lives.

Second, we must believe that this God who exists desires to
reward those who seek Him. That is His heart is to bless us. He does
not want to judge, to hurt, to condemn, to find fault, or to hurt. He
wants to reward us! That is who He is. This is the kind of God He is
and He does not ever violate His nature.

And finally, understand that all we have from God is by faith.
That means that, while we receive many benefits today, the fulness
of those benefits will ultimately be experienced in eternity.

“For we know that when he appears, we shall be like him, for we
shall see him as he is” (1 John 3:2).
