What is the place of the church in the world today? How involved 
should the church, and we as members of the church, be involved 
in the issues plaguing us today? Should we be content to restrict 

its message to Jesus Christ as savior, or should we also be
involved with the issues of the day that conflict with God’s
standards of holiness? And if so, to what degree? These

questions, among many others, need to be answered if we, as 
believers in Christ, are going properly impact the world for Christ.

    First, let me say that I believe that the church is to be the 
standard setter for righteousness in the world. Just as in the 
physical creation, the sun is to rule over the day and the moon 
over the night in Genesis 1:16, so Christ, the light of the world, 
is to rule over the church. And we as believers are of the day (1 
Thessalonians 5:4-8) and are to rule over the night. That means 
we are to be the standard setters for the world. We cannot 
do that if we do not speak out on the issues of the day that 
conflict with God’s standards of righteousness.

    Secondly, I understand that the world will not like our stand. 
They will say that our standards limit their freedoms, that we 
cannot legislate righteousness, that we are being judgmental, 
and on and on. And, oh yes, there is the whole issue of the 
separation of church and state. That is a favorite. I understand 
that. I wish we could more fully deal with these criticisms, but 
this is not my purpose today, accept to say that I am aware of 
all of them and am not dissuaded by them. There are answers 
for them all.

    Jesus told us, in regards to the world being upset with us, 
that we should not be surprised, because it really is not we 
who they are upset with, but Him (1 Peter 4:12, 1 John 3:13ff, 
John 15:18- 21). Furthermore, when we begin to hear criti-
cisms of us because of our message, it just may be a powerful 
evidence that we have spoken our message clear enough to 
be understood, thus bringing about a reaction. After all, this 
is the very reason so many were so upset with Jesus that they 
crucified Him. So be encouraged. The criticism by others may 
not be because you did it wrong or were not loving enough, or 
were too harsh, or whatever, but it may be because you were 
effective and thus God used you to prick their conscience.
